Each
time your foot raises this will be the [&] part of the count. Each number represents
a downward strum, and each [&] represents an upward strum. If you are using a
metronome, set it at 100-120 beats per minute to start out.

When two strums are showed tied together strum the first and let the chord ring
for two counts. Do not strum the second grey slash. Be certain the strumming
hand is still moving in an up and down motion.
