(1) ONLY ONE male Siamese Fighting Fish/Betta per tank. Two Males will fight to the
death if they’re in the same tank! You can have multiple females in the tank.

(2) Discus should not be kept with other fish other than catfish, loaches, neons, or
cardinal tetras due to their high susceptibility to disease. They require a warmer water
temperature (85 degrees F), can be sometimes slow eaters, and will not fight for food.
