On the fourteenth lobby-level you can find shops that sell Alaskan artwork and European –made clothing.
The Captain’s Deck and Lounge that is located on the 16th and 17th levels of Tower II, is the ultimate comfort, convenience and privacy.  These secured floors feature deluxe rooms and suites, with amazing views of either the Chugach Mountains or the Cook Inlet. Included in guests’ services for these rooms are complimentary newspapers and garage self-parking, as well as complimentary continental breakfast, well stocked juice and soft drink bark in the lounge, and nightly hors d’oeuvres.
